	Strategic Purpose statement
	This qualification is designed to provide the beauty sector with skin care and makeup technicians who have the foundation skills and knowledge to provide a range of makeup and skin care services.
This qualification is intended for learners who will benefit by having a qualification which provides makeup and skin care competencies, skills and knowledge.
The beauty sector will benefit by having people with the skills and knowledge to competently undertake a range of makeup and skin care services within a variety of workplaces.
Graduates will be capable of working with limited supervision in a makeup and skin care context.
	This qualification is intended for learners who are seeking to develop a range of essential skills and knowledge in the skin care, beauty and related industries.
The skincare and beauty sectors will benefit by having access to graduates with the skills and knowledge to competently and safely undertake a range of essential skin care and make-up within workplaces where skincare, make-up and other cosmetics products are applied and sold.
Graduates of this qualification will have developed practical application of knowledge and skills in preparation for further study but will also be capable of working with initial supervision in a and skin care and beauty context.

	Graduate Profile Outcomes (GPOs)
	1. Comply with all professional standards and expectations relating to a makeup and skin care workplace including associated health, safety and hygiene obligations. 
2. Consult with clients to establish their needs, and decide on and agree a range of possible makeup and/or skin care services and products, and an appropriate course of treatment.
3. Advise clients on the selection and use of appropriate cosmetics and toiletries and assist with sales and promotional activities within a makeup and skin care workplace. 
4. Apply skills and knowledge of makeup and skin care services to meet client's needs in accordance with industry standards. 
5. Identify symptoms of skin conditions in order to advise clients of their possible implications in terms of proposed skin care and makeup services.

2. Greet and welcome clients and carry out a consultation to establish their needs, discuss appropriate products and their use, and agree on possible services.
3. Apply skills and knowledge of skincare and make-up to carry out skincare and make-up services in line with the client consultation, and industry standards.
4. Assist with sales and promotional activities within a skin care and beauty context or workplace.

	General conditions
	Programmes must include practice of skills within a realistic workplace environment. Industry standards are defined as the practices and procedures that meet the requirements of relevant legislation, guides and codes of practice, ethical codes of conduct, and industry manuals where relevant, which collectively provide a quality assurance standard that applies to this qualification.
	Programme design
Programmes must:
· Honour ngā kaupapa o te Tiriti o Waitangi (the principles of the Treaty of Waitangi)
· Introduce the relevant legislation for the make-up and skincare industry around health and safety, hygiene and privacy.
Practical experience
Programmes must include practice of skills in a realistic practical setting, such as a workplace or other simulated environment.
Professional practice
Programmes and delivery must incorporate the core skills of communication, collaboration, interpersonal skills, self-management, and problem solving.
Cultural skills
Programme must ensure that learners have opportunities to experience and incorporate the culture, values and perspectives of Aotearoa New Zealand into their practice. This includes:
· weaving concepts from Te Ao Māori through the programme where relevant
· normalisation of te reo Māori through its use where relevant and appropriate

Manaakitanga in this context refers to greeting clients and making them feel welcome and comfortable
