	b. Use editing software to edit podcast, including podcast intro, add music and make cuts to remove unwanted footage. 

	10. Present and archive completed podcast.
	a. Present edited podcast and graphic for review by uploading to cloud storage for archiving and releasing through a podcasting platform.

	b. Edit a podcast trailer with highlights from your full-length podcast, add music and B-roll, and upload it to the cloud for archiving and review.
