Stage Machinery includes rigging, in-house flying systems, floor-based mechanical systems.  Systems may be mechanically or manually powered.

Use staging documentation to select appropriate equipment for the scenic elements.

Identify and follow load ratings of venue equipment in accordance with production documentation.

Identify stock scenic elements and adapt for use to meet the requirements of the stage documentation.

1.4
Select stage machinery and accessories in accordance with production documentation requirements.

1.5
Interpret show cues in accordance with the stage management and other production teams.

1.6
Interpret integration of performer movement and scenery changes in conjunction with stage management team, industry best practice and safety guidelines.

Outcome 2

Set up scenic elements for performances or events.
Performance criteria 
2.1
Pack in, set up and complete masking, scenic elements and stage equipment in accordance with production requirements and venue parameters.
2.2
Select and use appropriate tools to meet set up requirements.
2.3
Use personal protective equipment (PPE) and access equipment in accordance with safety guidelines and procedures.

Interpret show plots and stage directions in accordance with production documentation.

Operate mechanical stage equipment and scenic elements during performances or events.

Demonstrate problem solving techniques to resolve scenery malfunctions or changes during rehearsals and performances.

Maintain and update cue sheets in accordance with production requirements.

Undertake and document pre-performance safety checks.
4.2
Set up stage machinery to meet the requirements for the performance or event.
4.3
Operate stage machinery in accordance with industry best practice for a performance or event. 

Outcome 5

Pack out stage machinery and scenic elements for performances or events.
Performance criteria

5.1
Stage machinery is derigged in terms of counterweight unloading, following industry good practice, after a performance or event.
5.2
Break down scenic elements into component parts for pack out in accordance with production documentation.
5.3
Demonstrate safe lifting and manual handling of components and equipment in accordance with safety guidelines.
5.4
Leave stage area, grid, fly floor, pit and stage clean and tidy in accordance with venue requirements.
5.5
Update production documentation and attend debrief meetings as required.
